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Tardi ingenii est rivulos consectari, fontes rerum non videre
(Cic., De orat. 11 27, 117). This quotation, which Hermann
Diels chose as the motto of his renowned Doxographi Graeci,
best sums up the aim of this International Workshop. A team of
specialists will discuss some of the most famous papyrological
texts, with special regard to the problems of interpreting and
editing the testimonia of pre-Socratic philosophy. These texts
are major instruments for reconstructing ancient doxographys;
they hand down important pieces of evidence concerning not
only the life and works of the Presocratics, but also their
thought. Furthermore, they help to increase our knowledge of
how pre-Socratic philosophy — through contributions to phy-
sics, cosmology, ethics, ontology, theology, anthropology, her-
meneutics, and aesthetics — paved the way for the canonic
scientific fields of European culture. According to the aim of
the congress, the papers will tackle (published and also partly
unpublished) papyrological texts concerning the Orphics, the
Milesians, Heraclitus, Empedocles, Xenophanes and the Elea-
tics, Anaxagoras and the early Atomists. For the first time in
the field of pre-Socratics studies, several papers will also be de-
voted to the Herculanean sources, along with others concerning
the Graeco-Egyptian papyri and the Derveni Papyrus.

Dieses Zitat, das Hermann Diels als
Leitspruch seiner berithmten Doxographi Graeci wihlte, wire
auch hervorragend geeignet, das Ziel dieses internationalen
Kolloquiums zu beschreiben. Ein Team von Spezialisten wird
tiber die auf Papyri iiberlieferten Zeugnisse vorsokratischer Phi-
losophie diskutieren, mit besonderem Blick auf Probleme der
Interpretation und der Edition. Diese auf Papyrus erhaltenen
Zeugnisse sind von grofler Bedeutung fiir die Rekonstruktion
und Tradition der antiken Doxographie. Sie iiberliefern bedeut-
same Nachrichten nicht nur tiber das Leben und das Werk der
Vorsokratiker, sondern auch iiber ihre Lehren. AuB3erdem liefern
sie damit neue Erkenntnisse dariiber, wie die vorsokratische
Philosophie — mit Beitrdgen zur Physik, Kosmologie, Ethik,
Ontologie, Theologie, Anthropologie, Hermeneutik und Asthe-
tik — die Grundlagen fiir die kanonischen Wissenschaften der
europdischen Kultur gelegt hat. Dem Tagungsziel entspechend,
werden die Vortrdge (verdffentlichte und auch partiell unverot-
fentlichte) papyrologische Zeugnisse zu den Orphikern, Mile-
siern, Heraklit, Empedokles, Xenophanes und den Eleaten,
Anaxagoras und den frithen Atomisten behandeln. Zum ersten
Mal im Rahmen der Vorsokratiker-Forschung werden zahlrei-
che Vortrige den Herkulanensischen Quellen gewidmet sein,
unter gleichzeitiger Beriicksichtigung der graeco-dgyptischen
Papyri und des Derveni Papyrus.
