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OBJECTIVES AND

WHERE TO REPORT

As an ERC grantee, you are required to submit scientific and financial reports as set out in
Article 20 of your Grant Agreement. ERC Scientific Officers will carefully assess your scientific
reports and may contact you to request additional information if they believe something is
missing or not clear enough.

Scientific reports are due halfway through and at the end of your project and must be submitted
within 60 days after each period ends:

¢ |n the mid-term scientific report, you summarise the scientific progress that allows the Scientific
Officers to monitor the project and its achievements, but also possible difficulties encountered. As
corresponding Principal Investigator of a Synergy Grant, you have to submit two interim scientific
reports in months 24 and 48 of your project.

e The final report submitted at the end of the project reports on scientific and financial aspects.

Depending on the scientific discipline and type of research, some sections of the ERC scientific
report may not apply to your project.

WHERE TO REPORT

At the end of the scientific reporting period, you will receive a notification to complete your
scientific report. You are required to modify your report in the “Scientific Reporting” module, a
part of which includes information from the “Continuous Reporting” module. The “Continuous
Reporting” module is activated from the time your project starts and for at least two years after
the end of the project, but should not be used for the completion of scientific (and financial)
reports.

SUMMARY FOR PUBLICATION

This text will appear for the general public on the CORDIS website, together with general
information about your project (e.g., acronym/title, grant amount, abstract). This information
is accessible via web search engines such as Google, and should be drafted for the general
people, without making reference to information such as the names of team members or
difficulties encountered during the project.

The summary is meant to give an overview of the overall objectives of your project, progress
and work performed and main results achieved. The section is a “stand-alone” text that is not
linked to other parts of the report. To finalise the submission, you will also be asked to upload
a suitable image related to your research project.

Q Please bear in mind that the summary will be made public, should be informative, but should
not include confidential information.

Q Make sure the version of your summary is final in the report you submit through the Participant
Portal. After the reports are submitted, please do not modify the summary for publication in the
“Continuous Reporting” module.

Q The three subsections should contain no more than 2,500 characters each, including spaces, in
total no more than 7,480 characters, including spaces.

DELIVERABLES, ETHICS, DMP, OTHER REPORTS

ERC-funded projects may have two types of deliverables: for Ethics and the Data Management
Plan. Neither of these need to be reported in the context of your scientific report, and you can
submit your scientific report without having received an ethics clearance or submitted a DMP.

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The mission of the ERC is to support excellent research in all fields of science and scholarship.
The main outputs of this research are new knowledge, ideas and understanding, which the ERC
expects its grantees to publish in peer-reviewed articles and monographs. The ERC considers
that providing free online access to these materials is the most effective way of ensuring that
the frui;c]s of the research it funds can be accessed, read, and used as the basis for further
research.

The obligations of the grant agreement related to open access apply to all peer-reviewed

scientific publications related to results from the project. This means in particular that they

Before publishing results related to your Horizon 2020 ERC-funded project, take into account
that you are required by your grant agreement to take the following steps:

Acknowledge ERC funding

For all kinds of publications, use the official text included in your Grant Agreement. When
feasible, add the ERC logo.

"This project has received funding from the European Research Council (ERC) under the European
Union's Horizon 2020 research and innovation programme (grant agreement n° xxxx)."

Select a publishing venue taking into account your contractual obligations and
submit your manuscript

Keep in mind that open access to the publication (AAM or VoR) has to be provided via a
repository at the latest within 6 months (for LS or PE) or 12 months (for SH) after publication.
Check if the publisher’s embargo period is compatible with this requirement.
